Petition For Leave to Intervene of Wasatch Wind LLC

Wasatch Wind LLC has been following the progress of the QF case, has attended most of the stakeholder meetings, and is interested in the treatment of RECs, avoided cost methodology, avoided costs, integration costs, and interconnection procedures in this case  as well as other issues.
