What is the purpose of your testimony?
A.
The purpose of my testimony is to provide comments on the (early) rebuttal testimony presented by Utah Energy Office Witness Jeff Burks regarding the Green Tag issue.
Q.
Please explain the Committee’s position on the Green Tag issue.
A.
As stated in my direct testimony, the Green Tag concept is an emerging renewable energy issue that is not defined by the Public Utility Regulatory Policies Act (PURPA).  Therefore, it is an area in which no parameters have been set within PURPA.  

Q.
In light of Mr. Burks’ testimony, what does the Committee recommend regarding the examination of Green Tags?
A.
Because Green Tags are a relatively new issue, particularly in states that do not have a Renewable Portfolio Standard, there has been very limited examination of their value, ownership and impact.  Therefore, Mr. Burks recommends the issues be considered in a separate proceeding.  The Committee proposes that a task force be created, with a report due to the Commission by year-end.
