UAE’S MOTION TO COMPEL DISCOVERY FROM PACIFICORP, REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL TIME TO FILE TESTIMONY AND REQUEST FOR EXPEDITED RESOLUTION





The UAE Intervention Group (UAE), pursuant to Rule 37, Utah Rules of Civil Procedure, hereby moves the Commission for an order compelling PacifiCorp to provide full and complete responses to UAE Data Requests 4.1 and 4.2.  UAE also moves for a delay in the filing date for its direct testimony on all issues affected by PacifiCorp’s refusal to produce relevant documents.  UAE also requests expedited consideration and resolution of this motion.  Finally, UAE requests that the commission award UAE its reasonable expenses, including attorneys’ fees, incurred in connection with this Motion.  UAE submits herewith a memorandum in support of its motion.  


UAE’s fourth set of interrogatories to PacifiCorp asks for information relating to PacifiCorp’s load and resource projections, its projected timing of resource needs, its resource analysis and selection process, and the Lake Side project.  A copy of PacifiCorp’s responses to UAE’s fourth set of data requests, including the requests, is attached.  Given PacifiCorp’s inclusion of significant new resource costs in the test year, information relating to PacifiCorp’s projections of resource needs and the resource selection process is clearly relevant.  Nevertheless, PacifiCorp has flatly refused to produce even one document in response.  


UAE thus moves for an order compelling PacifiCorp to respond immediately to its data requests.  UAE also requests a delay in its December 3, 2004 direct testimony filing date on any issues impacted by PacifiCorp’s wrongful failure to provide relevant data on a day-for-day basis from the date PacifiCorp’s response was due, November 9, 2004, until the requested documents are received in full by UAE.  Such a delay is particularly appropriate in this case because PacifiCorp waited a full 21 days to file a one-sentence objection and response to the data requests, refusing to produce any relevant documents.  


 UAE hereby certifies pursuant to Rule 37(a)(2)(b), Utah Rules of Civil Procedure, that it has in good faith conferred with PacifiCorp in an effort to secure the requested information without Commission action, but PacifiCorp refuses to produce the same.
