Have you provided testimony in this matter previously?
A.

Q.
What is the purpose of your rebuttal testimony? 

A.
The purpose of my rebuttal testimony is to provide a brief response to the filings made by the OCS and the DPU in support of the negotiated settlement that has been arrived at between US Mag and Rocky Mountain Power (RMP) in regards to new interruptible contract provisions for the period from January 1, 2010, as well as a new QF agreement.   

Q. In general what is your response to the recommendation of the DPU and OCS?

A.
US Magnesium appreciates that both the DPU and OCS are recommending that the negotiated agreements between US Mag and RMP be approved.  US Mag and RMP negotiated the terms of these new agreements in good faith for more than a year and took into account past operating experience to improve the next contract operating arrangements.  The agreements came from much effort and time to find the best settlement that the parties could support.

Q.
Do you have any concerns or comments about those recommendations?  

A.
Not as they relate to the contracts under review in this docket.  However, I do have concerns to the extent the comments may be interpreted to suggest that the Commission should pre-impose conditions on contracts to be negotiated in the future.  I do not believe that it is fair or appropriate to bind parties or commissioners in dockets that may be filed many years in the future. Of necessity, the record in this docket does not and cannot reflect all of the facts and circumstances that will be relevant to approval of future contracts.  

Q.
What would you ask that the commission do in this matter?
A.
We would ask that the commission approve the contracts as presented and as recommend by the parties. We would also ask that the commission not attempt to pre-impose conditions or terms on future contracts.  Rather, the terms and conditions of future contracts should be reviewed and determined only after the contracts have been presented for approval and in light of all circumstances relevant at that time.
